Daiken New Zealand Limited’s Customwood (medium density fibreboard) was certified by Scientific Certification Systems (SCS) in accordance 
with the rules of the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC). 
SCS is an independent organization based in California, USA. To check the validity of our FSC chain of custody certification, please visit 
www.fsc.org or www.scscertified.com. Our certification number is SCS-COC-002063. Our registration number is FSC¨ C021934  
 
Customwood is made only with Radiata Pine from managed plantations. Daiken New Zealand procures all its wood from the Canterbury region in the South 
Island of New Zealand. Because not all Radiata Pine plantations in our region are FSC certified, we need to buy from some non-certified plantations to 
maintain production. All the wood arriving on site is either FSC certified or is controlled according to FSC specifications. 
The fact that we have to buy some non-certified wood precludes us from labelling our product as “Pure”. However the portion of 
Customwood MDF labelled with FSC certification label is 100% FSC certified. The “Mixed Sources” reference in the label refers 
to our system of production; it does not imply that a portion of a certified Customwood pack is not certified.  
Daiken New Zealand controls non-certified wood sources to ensure that they comply with the requirements of FSC regulations 
for controlled wood sources.    
 
All sheets in FSC certified (labelled) pack s are 100% FSC certified .     
All packs and all cubic met res in an FSC certified order are labelled and are 100% FSC certified.
